Process evaluation
Determines whether an intervention is being implemented as planned, what works well, what doesn’t and wh. Example questions: How was the project delivered, what barriers were encountered?

Outcome and impact evaluation
Determines to what extent the program or intervention is achieving the expected outcomes and impacts set out in the theory of change. Example questions: what difference did the project make?

Economic evaluation
Measures and values the inputs and outcomes to determine, for example, cost effectiveness or value for money of an intervention. Example questions: Did the benefits justify the costs?

	How the information needed to address the evaluation question(s) will be collected. 

Could include both routinely collected data, local bespoke data collections and qualitative data as required
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
